2. We should continue ArcView Training and follow-up.

3. State data on the AECF web site Pilot Project 
We are very excited about it but we need to ensure that all data is compatible and comparable.

4. Data Workshops are valuable and we hope the Foundation continues to support these events.  They are necessary for new people and also necessary as new issues emerge (2000 Census as an example.

5. Mentoring is imperative!
