Washington Kids Count’s (WKC) mission is to track, organize and communicate information about the well-being of children and families in Washington State, covering the domains of education, health, family and community, economic sufficiency and safety.  This data is intended to assist local and state organizations with formulating policies concerning children and families. WKC is a project of the Human Services Policy Center (HSPC) in the Evans School of Public Affairs at the University of Washington, and is part a national network of KIDS COUNT projects funded primarily by the Annie E. Casey Foundation (www.aecf.org). We are currently seeking an Associate Director to assist the Director in managing the WKC project.

Primary Responsibilities 

This is a multi-faceted position (currently at .75 FTE) assisting the Director of WKC in managing the activities of the Kids Count project.  Primary responsibilities are as follows:

· Provide direction and coordination of WKC’s research agenda, including the annual report, The State of Washington’s Children, and special topic reports 

· Conduct applied research and policy analyses 

· Co-author fact sheets, policy summaries and briefings, technical reports, grants, and our annual report 

· Establish and maintain community partnerships 

· Present research to both academic and community audiences 

· Hire and supervise research assistants 

· Oversee project logistics including tracking communications, production of minutes and other internal materials, responding to community requests for materials, and organizing and participating in meetings at a variety of levels 

· Work in coordination with other research teams to integrate WKC’s work into the overall mission of HSPC 

· Work in partnership with professional staff, students, policy professionals, child advocates and interested members of the public.

· Master’s degree in public health, public administration, public policy, sociology, psychology, economics or other relevant field 
· Two years experience with project management and coordination of research projects.
· Demonstrated knowledge of social science descriptive and multivariate analysis techniques. Ability to translate statistical information into language accessible to policy makers, press and the public
· Ability to work independently 
· Strong interest in improving policies for children and families
· Experience working with large data sets
